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The article deals with problems of
methodological base of private law
researches. The theoretical and
methodological basis of the study was
formed by post-modern philosophy of law.
This philosophy pays special attention to
the praxeological and exploitative aspects
of legal knowledge. This doctrine
constantly reconciles positivist
technological “praxis” and jusnaturalistic
speculative “poigsis” and combines them
in a creative interpretation as the formation
of new meanings and prescriptions.

First of all, it was determined that
operationalism is the theory in the
philosophy of science that presupposes that
all entities, properties and processes can be
defined as a set of operations and
represents all scientific concepts in terms
of specifically described operations of
measurement and observation.

physics, psychology and social sciences,
operationalization is a process of defining
the measurement of a phenomenon which
is not directly measurable (theoretical
construct), though its existence is inferred
by other phenomena (operations and its
indicators).

Various concepts of operationalization
created by theoretical physicists Norman
Robert  Campbell, Percy Williams
Bridgman and psychologists Edward
Chace Tolman, Burrhus Frederic Skinner
were given yet more detailed examination.

Based on this, it is possible to make a
general trend of using methodological
potential of operationalism in the legal
researches. Experience in the use of
operationalization methodology in private
law was examined.

It was concluded that similar to this
examples it is appropriate to used method
of operationalization for content-analysis
of the such main Admiralty Law's source
as Black Book of the Admiralty or Liber
Niger Admiralitatis.

In particular, it was requested to
operationalize the theoretical construct
“good faith” or “bona fides” by the
following indicators of operations: «good»
«bony, «beusy, «bel».

The intention is to allow for a more in-
new depth conceptualization of the good
faith doctrine in the substance.
