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The article is devoted to the analysis of
the impact of the EU sanctions policy on the
consideration and resolution of disputes in
the international commercial arbitration in
the light of current regulations and appro-
aches to their interpretation. Outlining the
scope of the investigated issues, the author
states that the latest sanctions policy of the
EU in relation to the Russian Federation,
due to the unprecedented scale of the impo-
sed restrictions, not only seriously affected
the economic activity and financial transac-
tions of individuals and companies of the
EU member states with the Russian Fede-
ration, the Republic of Belarus and the rele-
vant sanctioned subjects, but led to the
emergence of a number of procedural, sub-
stantive and purely practical difficulties in
the consideration and resolution of disputes
via international commercial arbitration.
The latter relate both directly to the parti-
cipants in the arbitration process in terms of
the need for verification by the arbitration
panel of their entry into the sanctions lists
or the absence of such a need and its conse-
quences, in particular in light of the
possibility of satisfying the claims of such
persons and the execution of relevant
financial transactions, as well as the
representation of the interests of sanctioned
persons by lawyers from the EU member
states jurisdiction, issues of payment of
arbitration fees and arbitrators’ fees, the
importance of these factors on the powers
and role of arbitrators and the functions of

the arbitral institution that administers the
resolution of the dispute.

Taking into account the normative
removal of sanction restrictions, established
by Art. 5aa(1) of the Council Regulation
(EU) No. 833/2014, which prohibits any
direct or indirect engagement in transac-
tions with the sanctioned entities specified
in it and in the relevant annexes to the Coun-
cil Regulation (EU) No. 269/2014, concer-
ning operations for the payment of arbitra-
tion fees, payment of fees to arbitrators and
lawyers, representing the sanctioned parties
during the arbitration process, nevertheless,
it is summarized that it is still unclear how
the courts of the EU member states and the
arbitral tribunal itself will interpret the con-
sistency of the transactions necessary for
access to the arbitration and the provision of
legal services during the arbitration procee-
dings with the objectives of Council Regu-
lations (EU) No. 833/2014 and No. 269/
2014. It is also emphasized that although the
issue of direct participation of sanctioned
subjects in arbitration proceedings under
the jurisdiction of an EU member state in
terms of access to arbitration, payment of
arbitration fees, obtaining the services of
representative lawyers during the arbitrati-
on process, is taken outside the scope of the
sanctions regime as a normatively establi-
shed exception, other numerous procedural
and substantive legal difficulties remain.
Including those related to the use of frozen
financial assets to pay those arbitration
costs or the execution of the arbitration
award and the extraterritorial effect of the
sanction regimes introduced by the EU.
