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The article "Conceptual delimitation of
terms ‘regulation” and ‘self-regulation’:
experience of applying the comparative-
linguistic method in law" addresses the
concept of regulation and its derivatives
through the application of the comparative-
linguistic method to study the problematic
issues. The author analyzes the etymology
and semantics of the English term "regu-
lation," compares its frequency to other
relevant terms, and examines various mea-
nings of this term based on the work of
Professor of International Political Econo-
my, Cornelia Woll, as represented in the
Britannica dictionary. Three main mea-
nings of the term are identified: (1) in the
realm of state policy, regulation pertains to
the publication of target rules usually
accompanied by a certain authoritative mo-
nitoring mechanism to ensure compliance;
(2) in the economic sphere, it involves the
state's attempt to control the economy
through regulating private business, taxa-
tion, or imposing disclosure requirements;
(3) outside the state's interest and focusing
on all means of social control, regulation
includes mechanisms such as voluntary ag-
reements or norms that exercise social con-
trol beyond the reach of sovereign states
and not necessarily as intentional acts of
governance.

The author concludes that the concept
of regulation cannot be reduced solely to
state influence on certain social relations.
This concept serves as the genus to "self-

regulation,”" which is typically carried out
in two directions: (1) based on interna-
tional treaties; and (2) through the adoption
of specific self-regulation acts, primarily
including corporate codes.

The question of an alternative choice
between strengthening state regulation in
law and deregulation based on acts of self-
regulation lacks practical significance, and
posing it represents a logically extreme
approach to understanding the highly
complex and contradictory legal processes
in a globalized world. Indeed, streng-
thening legal self-regulation is a leading
trend in the development of modern law,
but the potential of state legal regulation is
not absolutely exhausted. The issue of ba-
lancing these two directions and relevant
forms of legal influence is crucial, with the
forefront experience of resolving it being
demonstrated by the practice of public-
private partnerships.

The theoretical-historical study of the
weighted approach to regulating social re-
lations is of particular practical signifi-
cance for international commercial arbitra-
tion and for further shaping arbitration-
friendly approaches for the states. Clari-
fying the examined concepts will contri-
bute to the conceptual understanding of the
problem of liberalizing arbitration legisla-
tion, which has long been overdue in our
country.
